Dear Parent Center Director:

As you know, we have completed the data collection and outcomes from 2009-20010. This information has proven to be extremely helpful in understanding and representing to others the impact Parent Centers have in helping children with disabilities and their families. This outcome data is very important. Last year almost all of the Parent Centers responded. Thank you for all your hard work in collecting this data. We look forward to an even higher response rate this year as the data is required by OSEP.
As part of our agreement with the U.S. Department of Education, the ALLIANCE National Parent Technical Assistance Center will continue to collect data to demonstrate how the work of Parent Centers reaches families throughout the country. The information you gather for this report can be used to meet GPRA requirements in your continuation performance report. Please complete the three sets of forms explained in detail below (data collection, phone impact, and workshop impact) and return to the ALLIANCE National PTAC by Friday, October 21, 2011, covering 12 months of your activities (October 1, 2010 - September 30, 2011). Please keep copies for your records. Later this summer, we will send an email with links to the online forms. The information you submit will be kept confidential and compiled by the ALLIANCE National PTAC as a total number. Parent Centers will not be listed separately.
The following are the forms for 2010-2011:  

1. PARENT CENTER DATA COLLECTION FORM: 
The data on this form should be collected for a 12-month period (October 1, 2010-September 30, 2011).There are no changes to the data collection form from what you completed for 2009-2010.
2. IMPACT DATA COLLECTION FORMS: 
These calls will show outcomes and impact of the important work you do to help children with disabilities. A complete direction and summary sheet is enclosed with these forms. The questions have not changed from 2009-2010.

Someone who did not provide the individual phone assistance or give the workshops should make these 50 calls (25 for phone, 25 for workshops). You may choose to hire someone outside your Parent Center; as an example, it should cost you less than $300 at $9.00 per hour to make these 50 calls. Please include comments when you submit your results as they are very useful in preparing the data outcome booklet.
We know some centers are using alternative ways such as email or web-based surveys to gather the impact data collection information. Please remember that this may limit the response from families who do not have access to computers, so consider using phone calls as part of your survey collection. Calls may need to be made in the evenings or on weekends to reach parents.
OSEP has asked us to provide a list of all PTIs and CPRCs who do not return the 3 sets of forms by October 21, 2011. If you have questions about any of this information, please contact Gretchen Godfrey at the ALLIANCE National Parent Technical Assistance Center. We hope this data will be useful to highlight the work of Parent Centers, assist you in preparing your annual reports, provide information to Congress as needed, and promote additional funding for you to continue working with families.
